PAPER MAKING FOR NATURE
PRINTERS

MARILYN HORNOR

An overview of papermaking techniques will be pre-
sented, including use of pre  -processed fibers, how to
process plants for use in the slurry, and as inclu-

sions, and how to capture the fibers and dry

them. The method of drying will produce one smooth
side suitable for printing and one textured side.

SOLAR PLATE
ETCHING

KATHY BOWER

Using metal -based photosensitive plates you will cre-
ate etching plates to be used in a press which will
yield extreme detail. The process is very simple and
quick. Plate is exposed to light with materials held in
place by glass. The exposed portion of the plate
hardens and any area not exposed remains soft and
washes away, leaving the etched line in the plate.

The plate is then loaded with ink, wiped off and

printed in a press. Other options of having the plate
receive an image will also be discussed.
